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I. INTRODUCTION

A. Background

 AUTONUM 
The TrainforTrade course on Trade, Environment and Development has been developed by the UNCTAD secretariat. It results from a cooperative effort between the Trade, Environment and Development Section (Division on Trade in Goods and Services and Commodities, DITC) and the TrainforTrade 2000 Programme (Division on Investment, Technology and Enterprise Development, DITE). The secretariats of other relevant intergovernmental organizations, in particular the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) and the World Trade Organization (WTO) have been or are being consulted on specific modules. 

 AUTONUM 
The main objectives of the training materials are: 

· To familiarize participants with trade and environment debates; 

· To identify trade and environment issues of particular national or regional concern;

· To encourage national-level actions to address these issues, such as increased coordination between government officials responsible for trade and environment issues and improved dialogue among stakeholders, involving the Government and representatives of the civil society, e.g. industry representatives, academic institutions and Non-Governmental Organizations ( NGOs). 

· To assist developing countries in their effective participation in international deliberations and negotiations, in particular by enhancing awareness of the relevance and national implications of international discussions on trade and environment. 

 AUTONUM 
The course contains 8 modules: 

Module 1: 
Trade, environment and sustainable development – the international context

Module 2: 
Trade and environment in the multilateral trading system 

Module 3: 
Environmental requirements and market access

Module 4: 
Environmentally preferable products (EPPs)

Module 5: 
Multilateral Environmental Agreements

Module 6:
International standards for Environmental Management Systems, such as ISO 14001

Module 7:
Harnessing traditional knowledge for trade and development 

Module 8: 
Building on developing countries’ experiences with integrated assessments of trade

 AUTONUM 
The course materials being prepared for each module include:

· A PowerPoint presentation (available on-line for authorized users on the UNCTAD TED website)

· A background document

· A reference manual for trainers (to be developed at a later stage) 

 AUTONUM 
The TrainforTrade 2000 course is being used and further developed in the context of the UNEP-UNCTAD Capacity Building Task Force on Trade, Environment and Development (CBTF). Part of the course, in particular the module on trade and environment and the multilateral trading system, is also used in a more comprehensive training course on Trade and Development, as a follow up to Paragraph 166 of the Plan of Action and is relevant in the context of UNCTAD’s Commercial Diplomacy course. The current pilot version of the package will be further improved. It will be updated periodically.

 AUTONUM 
The training course is to be adapted to the particular conditions and needs of the country or region where it will be delivered. The course is meant to initiate a dynamic process at the national level for addressing trade and environment issues. During the course, a steering committee comprising representatives of various sectors will be formed to design an action plan for implementing operational measures at the national level.  This represents the start of an operational stage to guarantee the concrete realization of the seminar objectives.

 AUTONUM 
The normal duration of a training workshop is three to four days. The selection of modules is to be carried out by the beneficiary country or region.

B. The UNEP-UNCTAD Capacity Building Task Force on Trade, Environment and Development

 AUTONUM 
The UNEP-UNCTAD Capacity Building Task Force on Trade, Environment and Development (CBTF) was launched at UNCTAD X (Bangkok, February 2000). The CBTF is designed to provide a dynamic mechanism able to respond to the diverse needs expressed by Governments for technical assistance to aimed at strengthening their capacities to effectively address trade-environment-development issues and participate in related deliberations at the international level. Apart from the CBTF for all developing countries, UNEP and UNCTAD are developing a special programme for the Least Developed Countries (LDCs).

 AUTONUM 
The CBTF employs a collaborative partnership-based approach to capacity building involving the cooperation of UNCTAD and UNEP, governmental and nongovernmental institutions in beneficiary countries/regions, and other organizations such as the WTO, secretariats of Multilateral Environmental Agreements (MEAs) and NGOs. CBTF focuses on five complementary activities – training, thematic research, country projects, policy dialogue and networking. Training raises awareness and broadens the information base on critical trade, environment and development issues. 

 AUTONUM 
CBTF is currently implementing seven projects in developing countries, of which this training workshop is one. It is expected that the training workshop will make recommendations for  possible follow up activities, subject to the availability of sufficient financial resources, in the context of a national training programme for Viet Nam.     

C. The CBTF-VIETRADE training programme 

 AUTONUM 
The Government of Vietnam, through its trade promotion agency VIETRADE, has identified training on various aspects of trade and environment as a key activity proposed under CBTF. Training will initially be provided by resource persons from UNCTAD and the Government of Viet Nam. Subsequently, training would be delivered by Vietnamese experts and training institutes, in particular VIETRADE. 

 AUTONUM 
A training workshop will be held in Hanoi (17 to 19 December 2001) to launch a national  CBTF training programme. It is expected that there will be around 40 participants, including experts from Cambodia and Laos. This 3-day training workshop will cover 6 of the 8 modules mentioned above. For each module, participants will receive a powerpoint presentation in Vietnamese plus a background paper in English. 

 AUTONUM 
To further implement the CBTF Training Programme in Viet Nam, a steering committee will be established. It is envisaged that the steering committee will initially consist of representatives of VIETRADE, the Directorate for Standards and Quality (STAMEQ), the Ministry of Trade, the Ministry of Science, Technology and the Environment (MOSTE) and the Ministry of Agricultural and Rural Development (MARD). 

 AUTONUM 
In the future, studies may be commissioned to support the training programme. The subjects of the studies will be selected by lead national counterparts, in close cooperation with UNCTAD, UNEP and the UNDP office in Hanoi. The expertise and training materials developed in Vietnam would also be extended to the neighbouring LDC countries Laos and Cambodia under this project, subject to the availability of sufficient funds.

BRIEF OVERVIEW OF THE MODULES 

Module 1: Trade, environment and sustainable development – the international context

 AUTONUM 
Sustainable development is an important cross-cutting issue that continues to be debated in different UN Conferences, including the United Nations Conference on Environment and Development (UNCED) and the forthcoming World Summit for Sustainable Development  (WSSD or “Rio+10”) in Johannesburg in September 2002. Trade and environment policy integration at the national level is increasingly important to promote sustainable development and sustained economic growth.

Objectives

 AUTONUM 
The general objectives of this module are to raise awareness of linkages between trade, environment and development and the importance of environmental consideration in developing countries’ efforts to further integrate into the world economy as well as to achieve sustainable development and sustained economic growth.  The specific objectives are to:

· Contribute to the integration of trade, environment and development at the national level;

· Improve national coordination between the public and the private sectors; 

· Facilitate national preparations for intergovernmental deliberations, for example of the Commission on Sustainable Development (CSD) and the World Summit for Sustainable Development  (WSSD);

· Strengthen national research capacities; 

· To better reflect developing countries’ concerns and to strengthen the development dimension if international debates. 

Target groups

 AUTONUM 
Target groups for this module include several stakeholders, such as:

· Government officials with responsibilities in area such as trade policy and environmental policy;

· Delegates to intergovernmental deliberations, such as CSD and WSSD; 

· National Councils for Sustainable Development;

· Industry associations;

· Research institutes;

· Non-governmental organizations (NGOs).

Structure

 AUTONUM 
Section I lists the main reasons why trade and environment linkages are important for developing countries. Section II analyzes key aspects of the trade-environment-development nexus. Section III describes the concept of sustainable development and examines environmental principles for sustainable development. It also examines Agenda 21 and other policy recommendations for integrating environment and development in economic decision-making. Section IV describes key developments in intergovernmental forums.

Related CBTF activities

 AUTONUM 
The CBTF will assist developing countries in:

· Promoting policy dialogues at the national level;

· Promoting multistakeholder approaches to integrate trade, environment and development; 

· Promoting sustainable management of natural resources in export-oriented activities, through projects designed and implemented at the grassroots level and projects in favour of smallholders and small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs), in close cooperation with the developmental NGOs; 

· Identifying of ways to address trade, environment and development issues in the context of national environmental management plans and similar programmes in LDCs.

Module 2: Trade and environment in the multilateral trading system 

 AUTONUM 
A number of  GATT/WTO provisions are of direct relevance for the environment. The objectives of sustainable development and environmental protection are stated in the preamble to the Agreement establishing the WTO and have been reconfirmed in the Ministerial Declaration adopted at the 4th WTO Ministerial Conference in Doha (9-13 November 2001). The WTO work programme adopted at Doha includes negotiations on certain trade and environment issues. It was also decided to continue the work on all issues of the WTO Committee on Trade and Environment (CTE), including the identification of any need to clarify relevant WTO rules. Furthermore, many issues included in the WTO work programme adopted at Doha have links with the environment. Key questions for developing countries are how to use WTO rights and obligations to achieve sustainable development and to protect their trade interests against unnecessary adverse trade effects of environmental policies. Developing countries also need to enhance their understanding of the environmental issues being negotiated or examined in the WTO and of the development of case law through the Dispute Settlement Understanding. 
Objectives

 AUTONUM 
The objectives of this module are to raise awareness and enhance the understanding of the possibilities and challenges that trade and environment issues pose for developing countries and their governments within the framework of the GATT/WTO multilateral trading system. This should assist government policy-makers and other stakeholders to: 

· Increase their awareness of relevant GATT/WTO provisions on trade and environment; 

· Enhance their understanding of specific trade and environment issues that are being discussed/negotiated  in the WTO; 

· Participate effectively in multilateral negotiations in the area of trade and environment, in particular within the WTO; and 

· Stimulate policy-making and coordination on trade and environment issues at the national level.

Target groups for this module include several stakeholders, including:

· Government officials with responsibility in the area of trade policy;

· Government officials with responsibility in the area of environmental policy;

· Industry associations;

· Non-governmental organizations (NGOs);

· Academic institutions.

Module 3: Environmental requirements and market access

 AUTONUM 
Environmental and health-related requirements are becoming more frequent and/or more stringent in certain sectors of export interest to developing countries. Developing countries need to strengthen their abilities to respond to such requirements. It is also important to understand and address developing countries’ concerns in the area of environmental requirements and health standards.  
Objectives

 AUTONUM 
This module aims at assisting Governments, producers, exporters, and other stakeholders in enhancing their understanding of environmental and health-related requirements in export markets and in strengthening their capacities to respond to such requirements. It also examines relevant WTO rules, in particular the application of the Agreements on Technical Barriers to Trade (TBT) and Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures (SPS). 

Target groups

Target groups for this module include:

· Government officials; 

· Producers and exporters; 

· Chambers of commerce and export promotion agencies;

· Research institutes.

The module examines:

Related CBTF activities

 AUTONUM 
The CBTF will cooperate with the Food and Agricultural Organisation (FAO), the World Health Organisation (WHO), the World Bank, the International Trade Centre (UNCTAD/WTO), UNDP and UNIDO to promote international cooperation and to help strengthen the capacities of LDCs to respond to health- and environment-related requirements. CBTF will assist beneficiary countries in:

· Creating awareness of health and environmental requirements in international markets among government ministries, producers and industry associations;

· Improving institutional capacity to develop and/or strengthen domestic standards and regulations, as well as testing and certification facilities;

· Exploring regional cooperation;

· Enhancing understanding of relevant WTO principles and rules, in particular the Agreements on Sanitary and Phytosanitary (SPS) Measures and Technical Barriers to Trade (TBT);

· Participating effectively in relevant international debates.

Module 4: Environmentally preferable products (EPPs)

 AUTONUM 
Niche markets, including for environmentally preferable products (EPPs), such as organic farming produce, may provide opportunities for developing countries to add value to their exports and achieve export diversification. Examples of categories of EPPs include organic products, certified timber products, non-wood forest products (NWFPs), products based on traditional knowledge (see also module 7) and “fairtrade” products.
Objectives

 AUTONUM 
This training module aims at assisting Governments, producers, exporters, non-governmental organizations (NGOs) and other stakeholders in identifying and promoting opportunities for the production and exports of EPPs. The module provides background information and analysis, facilitates policy dialogues and helps to identify specific capacity building needs.
Target groups

 AUTONUM 
Target groups for this module include:

· Government officials, with responsibilities in the areas such as trade, industry, agriculture and environment;  

· (Potential) producers and exporters; 

· Chambers of commerce and export promotion agencies;

· NGOs; 

· Research institutes.

Structure 

 AUTONUM 
The module provides background information and analysis on five categories of EPPs and other niche products, i.e. organic food and agricultural products, certified timber products, non-wood forest products (NWFPs), products based on traditional knowledge and “fairtrade” products. The module focuses on common themes such as demand and supply, opportunities and constraints for developing countries, and issues related to labelling, standards and certification. In some cases the module also analyses trade policy issues. Attention is also given to the identification of capacity building needs.
Related CBTF activities
 AUTONUM 
The CBTF will assist interested developing countries in taking advantage of trading opportunities for several categories of EPPs as well as fairtrade products. CBTF will closely cooperate with other relevant international organisations, such as the International Trade Centre (UNCTAD/WTO), the Food and Agricultural Organisation (FAO), producer associations in developing countries, buyer groups in developed countries, the International Federation of Organic Agricultural Movements (IFOAM), NGOs and other stakeholders. CBTF will assist interested developing countries, in particular LDCs, in:

· Creating awareness among producers and industry associations.

· Identifying existing and potential supply capacities for specific categories of EPPs.

· Analyzing international market trends. 

· Removing policy, market and technical obstacles, such as lack of information, technical capacity, and supportive policies.

· Identifying policies and measures to make certification more affordable for small producers.

· Promoting regional cooperation.

· Building partnerships between producers/exporters in LDCs and importers/consumer interests in developed countries.

Module 5: Multilateral environmental agreements 

 AUTONUM 
Many developing countries, in particular LDCs, are vulnerable to the effects of global environmental problems, such as loss of biodiversity, desertification, global warming and dumping of hazardous wastes. Developing countries have broad participation in key multilateral environmental agreements (MEAs). There has been considerable debate, however, on the policy instruments to achieve global environmental objectives and the relationship between certain trade measures pursuant to MEAs and the provisions of the Multilateral Trading System (MTS). There is a need for awareness raising and building institutional capacities to enable developing countries to participate effectively in the work of the respective Conferences of Parties (CoPs) and to make effective use of special instruments for developing countries, for example in the areas of finance, technology and capacity-building. There is also a need for greater policy coordination at the multilateral and, in particular, the national levels.

Objectives

 AUTONUM 
The main objectives of this module are:
· To raise awareness of global environmental issues and multilateral approaches to address these problems; 

· To promote domestic policy co-ordination; 

· To promote the effective participation in the further development of MEAs; 

· To raise awareness of supportive instruments available under MEAs, such as finance, technology and capacity-building.

· To assist developing countries in participating effectively in WTO negotiations.  

Target groups
 AUTONUM 
Target groups for this module include:

· Government officials, with responsibilities in the areas such as trade, industry, agriculture and environment  

· NGOs 

· Research institutes.

Structure
 AUTONUM 
The module examines trade and developmental aspects of key MEAs and work, relevant in the area of trade and environment, being undertaken by the respective CoPs, in particular regarding the following MEAs:

· The Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD) and its Biosafety Protocol (under the CBD) 

· The UN Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCC) and its Kyoto Protocol

· The Basel Convention on the Control of Transboundary Movement of Hazardous Wastes and their Disposal 

· The Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wildlife and Flora (CITES).
· The Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer
· The Convention to Combat Desertification (CCD) (for training workshops in Africa)
 AUTONUM 
The module pays special attention to enabling measures in favour of developing countries and analyses the debate, carried out in the WTO Committee on trade and Environment (CTE) concerning the relationship between trade measures pursuant to MEAs and the provisions of the MTS. In addition to this module, WTO secretariat report WT/CTE/W/160/Rev.1, containing a detailed matrix of  trade measures pursuant to MEAs, is being used in the training workshops.  
Related CBTF activities

 AUTONUM 
In cooperation with the secretariats of relevant MEAs and intergovernmental organizations, CBTF will assist interested developing countries in:

· Enhancing domestic policy co-ordination to address trade and development issues that may arise in the implementation of MEAs at the national level; 

· Participating effectively in WTO negotiations.  Participating in the further development of MEAs and in the work of the Conferences of Parties related to the environment-trade-development interface; and

· Making effective use of supportive instruments available under MEAs, in particular in the areas of finance, technology and capacity-building.
Module 6: International standards for environmental management systems, particularly iso 14001 

 AUTONUM 
Environmental management systems (EMS) are a potentially useful tool to assist companies, including in developing countries, in identifying and reducing the environmental impact of their operations as well as in achieving economic benefits. To obtain these benefits, certification against the ISO 14001 standard is not essential. However, certification may help companies to improve corporate image, gain customer recognition, increase export competitiveness and strengthen market positions. Despite its voluntary nature, there has also been concern that ISO 14001 certification may, in certain sectors, become a de facto condition for doing business. The ISO 14001 standards may then result in a de facto barrier to trade if companies have difficulties in obtaining certification. 

 AUTONUM 
Governments can play an important role in promoting the wider use of EMS and in helping to reduce the costs of installing EMS and obtaining ISO 14001 certification. Business co-operation, including between large and small companies can also play an important role. In doing so, priority may be given to particular sectors. 
Objectives

 AUTONUM 
This module provides background information and analysis concerning the possible implications for developing countries of the use of international standards for environmental management systems (EMS), particularly the ISO 14001 standard. It focuses on issues in the area of international trade. 

 AUTONUM 
The objectives are to raise awareness and enhance understanding of the possibilities and challenges that these international standards pose for developing country companies and their governments. This should assist government policy-makers and industry associations (a) to inform themselves about ISO 14001 issues and stimulate a dialogue at the national level; (b) to set priorities and shape policies and strategies concerning  implementation issues at the national level and (c) to participate effectively in multilateral deliberations, including the ongoing review of relevant international standards in the International Organization for Standardization (ISO). 

 AUTONUM 
TrainforTrade 2000 workshops may result in recommendations for follow-up actions in the area of EMS. It should be noted, however, that this module and related UNCTAD projects are not intended to assist companies in installing environmental management systems and/or achieving their certification against an international standard. Neither are they intended to develop pilot schemes.

· To what extent can transnational corporations (TNCs) assist developing country affiliates and/or suppliers to achieve ISO 14001 certification?

· How can governments in developing countries promote the effective use of EMS?

Related CBTF activities
 AUTONUM 
Discussions and follow-up activities could, for example, focus on:

· The identification of sectors of national interest where EMS and ISO 14001 would be most relevant;

· The costs and benefits of the use of EMS in these sectors;  

· The potential trade implications of ISO 14001 in the country’s key export sectors;

· The role of the Government and private sector cooperation in promoting the wider use of EMS and ISO 14001.

· The advantages, if any, of pilot schemes.

Module 7: Traditional knowledge, trade and development  
 AUTONUM 
The knowledge, innovations and practices of indigenous and local communities (referred to as “traditional knowledge”, TK) has many applications that can help in alleviating poverty in rural areas, providing food and medical care, generating incomes for local and indigenous communities, and conserving biodiversity. The UNCTAD Expert Meeting on Systems and National Experiences for Protecting Traditional Knowledge, Innovations and Practices” (Geneva, 30 October to 1 November 2000) emphasised the important role of TK in the development process, in particular in sectors such as traditional medicine, traditional agriculture and folklore/handicrafts. Several forums, such as the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD) and the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) are carrying out work programmes in the WTO. The WTO work programme adopted by the 4th Ministerial meeting explicitly refers to the protection on traditional knowledge.    
Objectives

 AUTONUM 
This training module aims at assisting Governments, traditional communities and other stakeholders in their work by providing objective information and analysis, facilitating policy dialogues and identifying specific capacity building needs.  It also facilitates workshops aimed at promoting coordination at the national level and an exchange of national experiences among developing countries. The specific objectives of this module are:

· To raise awareness of the importance of TK for development, in particular with regard to biodiversity, food and agriculture and medicine;

· To identify objectives of the protection of TK; 

· To provide basic information and analysis concerning the international debate on several aspects of TK in different intergovernmental organizations (IGOs);

· To examine key concepts relevant for access and benefit sharing and transfer of technology as they related to TK;

· To examine basic conditions for the possible commercialisation of TK (including TK-based innovations);

· To examine instruments available for the protection of TK;

· To identify capacity building needs of developing countries seeking to harness TK for their trade and development; 

Target groups

 AUTONUM 
Target groups for this module include several stakeholders interested in TK, in particular:

· Government officials with responsibility in areas such as environmental policy,  trade policy, science and technology;

· Indigenous and local communities;

· Non-governmental organizations (NGOs);

· Academic institutions;

· Scientific research institutes;

· Industry associations.

The module examines the following issues

· Appropriation of TK
· The commercial potential of TK

· Systems for protecting TK

· The international debate

· Capacity building needs

 AUTONUM 
CBTF will work in close cooperation with UNDP, the World Bank, the World Health Organisation (WHO), the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD), the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO), the International Trade Centre (UNCTAD/WTO), with the full involvement of indigenous and local communities. The objectives of CBTF in this field are to help interested LDCs in:

· Raising awareness of the importance of TK for development;

· Identifying capacity building needs to harness TK for their trade and development;

· Examining basic conditions for the possible commercialisation of TK (including TK-based innovations);

· Examining key concepts relevant for access and benefit sharing and transfer of technology as they relate to TK;

· Exchanging national experiences.
Module 8: Building on developing countries’ experiences with integrated assessments of trade.

 AUTONUM 
There is broad consensus that trade PRIVATE 
liberalization should be accompanied by environmental and resource management policies in order to realize its full potential and contribute to the promotion of sustainable development. Integrated impact assessments of trade liberalization, which take into account not only environmental, but call economic and social impact, can be a useful policy tool at the national level. Such assessments may promote policy co-ordination and help identify environmental policy measures which ensure that trade liberalization contributes to sustainable development. The WTO work programme adopted by the 4th Ministerial meeting explicitly refers to the efforts by Members to conduct national environmental assessments of trade policies on a voluntary basis 
Objectives

· To raise awareness of the potential, economic, social and environmental effects of changes in production and consumption patterns associated with trade liberalization.

· To familiarize participants with the UNEP’s Reference Manual for Integrated Assessments of Trade Related Policies. 

· To identify capacity building needs for carrying out integrated assessments at the national level

· To promote effective participation in international debates, e.g. in the Commission for Sustainable Development and the CTE.

Target groups

 AUTONUM 
Target groups for this module include:

· Government policy-makers with responsibility in areas such trade, industry, agriculture, natural resources, public health and the environment. 

· Private sector representatives 

· Non-governmental organizations (NGOs)

· Research institutes

Structure

 AUTONUM 
The module sets out reasons for and potential benefits of carrying out assessments. It  analyses how to design, undertake and use integrated assessments, based largely on experiences of sector-specific UNEP studies (some of them in cooperation with UNCTAD), carried out by research teams in Argentina, Bangladesh, China, Senegal and Uganda. It focuses on methodological aspects of the assessments as well as experiences with using the results of the assessments in policy making. Finally, it draws overall lessons and identifies challenges for future assessments. 

Related CBTF activities

 AUTONUM 
Subject to available resources, the CBTF will work closely with developing countries to assist them to enhance their institutional and human capacities to assess the environmental impacts of national and multilateral trade policy as well as the impacts of economic development policies. Following such integrated assessments, developing countries could seek further assistance to develop complementary policies to revert or minimize negative trade-related environmental impacts and maximize positive ones. Through country projects, CBTF will assist interested developing countries in: 

· Building capacity for Governments to carry out at the national level systematic integrated assessments of the impacts of trade liberalisation policies and multilateral trade rules on sustainable development.

· Developing strategic policy responses to further sustainable development in the country and sectors studied.
